BACKGROUND:

a. On 15 July 2010 DPAP issued a memorandum that set forth a requirement for
prime contractors to report certain data about their subcontract awards in the
Federal Funding Accountability and Transparency Act of 2006 (FFATA) Subaward
Reporting System (FSRS). One of the data elements required for reporting in
FSRS is the Treasury Account Symbol (TAS). The TAS is automatically pre-
populated in FSRS if the Contracting Officer includes the TAS in the contract
award data that is reported to the Federal Data Procurement System (FPDS). In
order to ensure Contracting Officers include the TAS in their contract action
reports in FPDS, the DPAP memorandum set forth a requirement for Contracting
Officers to include the TAS for any new contract or order valued at greater than
$20M in the contract action report provided to the FPDS.

b. On 28 October 2010 DPAP issued another memorandum that decreased the

SUBJECT: Update to Deployment of Subaward Reporting Requirements for the Federal
Funding Accountability and Transparency Act

This is an update to my memo of October 28, 2010, regarding the deployment of
subaward reporting requirements in accordance with the Federal Funding Accountability and
Transparency Act of 2006 (FFATA). Federal prime contractors are required by the Federal
Acquisition Regulation (FAR) clause 52.204-10, Reporting Executive Compensation and First-
Tier Subcontract Awards, to report certain data about their subcontract awards at the new
FFATA Subaward Reporting System (FSRS) (www.fsrs.gov), a module of the Electronic
Subcontract Reporting System (eSRS). These reports should be considered as deliverables under
the contract or order.

In accordance with the clause phase-in requirements, contracting officers must include
the Treasury Account Symbol (TAS) for any new contract, order, or modification valued at
$25,000 or more in their contract action report provided to the Federal Procurement Data System
(FPDS). Modifications that include funding deobligations of $25,000 or more shall also include
the TAS in the contract action report. These new thresholds for TAS reporting to FPDS are
effective immediately. To simplify training and compliance, components may choose to include
the TAS on all contract action reports with obligations or deobligations regardless of dollar
value.

Components are encouraged to update their contract writing systems that interface with
FPDS to pre-fill the contract action reports with the TAS where possible. Please see the
frequently asked questions, located on the DPAP website at
(http://www.acq.osd.mil/dpap/pdi/eb/federal _subaward reporting_system.html) for more
information about the TAS and reporting it to FPDS.

c. On 24 March 2011 DPAP issued the attached memorandum to lower that
FFATA reporting threshold to $25,000.

POLICY:

a. Contracting Officers shall report the TAS to FPDS for any new contract, order,
or modification (including funding deobligations) valued at equal to or greater
than $25,000.

b. This policy is effective immediately and remains in effect until rescinded.

PROCEDURES: When completing a contract action report in FPDS for any new
contract, order, or modification (including funding deobligations) valued at equal
to or greater than $25,000, Contracting Officers shall include the applicable TAS
number.
