BACKGROUND: 
 
a. The attached DPAP memorandum of 31 August 2010 replaces and supersedes 
class deviation 2009-O0014 for contracts performed in Iraq and Afghanistan.  
This deviation provides a revised prescription and a new DFARS clause, 252.225-
7997, Additional Requirements and Responsibilities relating to Alleged Crimes by 
or against Contractor Personnel in Iraq and Afghanistan (Deviation)(AUG 2010). 
 
b. This deviation continues implementation of section 854 of the National 
Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2009 (Pub. L. 110-417). The new 
clause provides information to contractor personnel who perform work on a 
contract in Iraq or Afghanistan, before beginning such work about: 
        1.  How and where to report an alleged crime 
        2.  Where to seek the assistance required. 
 
POLICY: 
 
a. In accordance with DPAP memorandum, dated 31 August 2010, the attached 
DFARS deviation clause 252.225-7997, Additional Requirements and 
Responsibilities relating to Alleged Crimes by or against Contractor Personnel in 
Iraq and Afghanistan (Deviation)(AUG 2010), shall be included in all solicitations 
and resultant contracts performed in Iraq or Afghanistan, as well as modifying 
existing solicitations and contracts to the extent practicable, in accordance with 
FAR 1.108(d). 
 
b. This class deviation is effective immediately and remains in effect until 
incorporated in the DFARS or until rescinded.  
 
PROCEDURES: 
 
a. Ensure the attached DFARS deviation clause 252.225-7997, Additional 
Requirements and Responsibilities relating to Alleged Crimes by or against 
Contractor Personnel in Iraq and Afghanistan (Deviation)(AUG 2010) is included 
in all solicitations and resulting contracts performed in Iraq and Afghanistan. 
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b. "Contract in Iraq or Afghanistan" means a contract with the Department of 
Defense, a subcontract at any tier issued under such a contract, or a task order 
or delivery order at any tier issued under such a contract (including a contract, 
subcontract, or task order or delivery order issued by another Government 
agency for the Department of Defense), if the contract, subcontract, or task 
order or delivery order involves work performed in Iraq or Afghanistan for a 
period longer than 14 days.
