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The Secretary of the Navy’s Cup was established in 2001 to recognize those commands that best exemplify the mission of the Office of Small Business Programs to promote acquisition opportunities where small business can best support the needs of our Sailors and Marines.  This achievement is accomplished through policy, advocacy, and training which fosters industry, innovation, technology development and the acquisition of quality products, services, and solutions from small business providers.  The 2009 recipient is the Headquarters Marine Corps, Installations and Logistics (HQMC I&L) Department.
HQMC I&L personified the Small Business Program mission through executive commitment to excellence, demonstrated exceptional leadership of its small business staff, contracting officers, and program managers to provide consistent policy execution throughout its subordinate command activities.
As part of the Acquisition Team, the Office of Small Programs hosted outreach, providing education, counseling, and training for over 2,600 small businesses and participated in non-command sponsored events which reached an additional 16,000 small businesses.  In addition, HQMC, I&L contracting offices received quarterly training on small business initiatives and continually advised the acquisition corps on the capability of small business to successfully provide the products, services, and solutions needed for I&L to support its mission.  This resulted in HQMC, I&L to meet and exceed all five nationally directed goals for small business participation as well as meeting and exceeding four out of five Department of the Navy targets.  HQMC, I&L is also being recognized for being the first Department of the Navy acquisition command to achieve the goal of 3% of their acquisitions awarded to Service-Disabled Veteran-Owned Small Businesses.
